I have attached for your information the results of the questionnaire which was sent out last term with your child’s report. Thank you very much to those who took the time to complete it as it really does help us to continue to drive our school forward towards our aim of excellence. We had 42 returns.

The only points of concern that I have are Questions 4 and 5. Regarding RE – 3 parents don’t know if we give a clear understanding of what is taught in RE and 3 disagree that we do. This seems to be despite the fact that for the last two years we have sent home each term a leaflet explaining which topics are being covered, when they are taught and what can be done at home to support this learning. Four Parents are not sure in question 4 if we seek the views of Parents. In asking your opinions formally each year and then informally throughout I hope that we do seek your views and take account of them. Please remember that we do operate an open door policy and that if at anytime you are unsure of something please don’t hesitate to ask either myself or your child’s class teacher.

We had some excellent feedback on the questions regarding three things that you feel we do well and one area that you would like us to further develop. I am presently enquiring as to the opportunity to learn an instrument as an after school activity and the staff are just finalising the details for out of school hour clubs. A few Parents expressed concern over home time and large groups of Parents gathering at the gates. I am not sure presently how we can avoid this but in the meantime ask that you are aware of other people needing to use the pavement. If you have any suggestions please let me know.
