The Spring term begins with the celebration of The Epiphany (January 6th) – the day on which we recall the Wise Men visiting Jesus and bringing him gifts. 





The focus of the term’s work is Incarnation, which means looking at Jesus, the Son of God who became fully human. The topics to be studied are Journeys, Communion and Growing.





Our work in the Spring term takes us into our Lenten preparations. Lent is a special time when we prepare to celebrate Jesus’ Death and Resurrection at the end of Holy Week. 





The topic finishes with the celebration of the feast of The Presentation (February 2nd). On this day we remember the journey made by Jesus, Mary and Joseph (The Holy Family) to the Temple in Jerusalem to give thanks for Jesus’ birth.





Suggestions for home activities


As we are studying this topic in school you might like to talk with the children about journeys the family have made together.


Share stories or look at photographs of journeys to church for different reasons – weddings, baptisms etc.


With your child, look at a photograph of him/herself and point out what makes them unique and special. Say a special prayer of thanksgiving for your child.








COMMUNION





The middle topic for the term is Communion. We will be exploring the idea of communion as ‘being together’, looking at what it is like to spend time with others at home, school and church. We will look at what is needed to sustain relationships and how we can share what we have with others.
