SAFEGUARDING

ST SEBASTIAN’S CATHOLIC PRIMARY SCHOOL
 AND FOUNDATION UNIT.
In St Sebastian’s the governors are ultimately responsible for all safeguarding issues in school. In light of new guidelines the governors have recommended that the school adopts  guidelines in school to ensure the safety of the children whilst they are on the school premises.
All members of staff in the school must have an enhanced CRB check. Any new staff will not receive verification of their contract until this check has been completed.
All visitors to the school are requested to bring in a current CRB and photographic evidence with it. If visitors do not have this they will be asked to sign a screening document. No visitor or parent working with children in school will be left unaccompanied with any children in the school.
Staff will not use their mobile phones during school hours, except in a designated area.

All visitors will be asked to turn off their mobile phones whilst on school premises.

Parents and carers who come into school for assemblies or class productions etc will not be able to take photographs of the children during any performance. At the end of the production photos can be taken but only of other children with parental permission.

All children must have a completed consent form from their parent/carer stating they are allowed to use the internet in school, (under supervision,) and their photograph may be taken for school use, media use and the school website. If this permission is not obtained the children cannot use the school internet service.
All staff have been advised not to participate in social networking sites but if they do they will not knowingly accept any person who has connections with the school as a friend.

Anybody coming into the school site to do work will be asked for a current CRB if they do not have one they will be asked to sign screening documents and produce photo ID.

We take our responsibility to protect the children in our care very seriously and are constantly updating procedures and practice. We have installed security fencing and an intercom controlled security gate at the front entrance to the school.

All children are taught about the need to keep themselves safe and e-safety is high on the school agenda.
We welcome any comments from parents about the issue of safeguarding and comments or issues can always be raised at the monthly PTA meetings in the school. These are held on the first Thursday of every month.
